Meet Tuffy, Our 27 Year-Old Black Bear

Meet Tuffy, our 27-year-old American black bear. Born in 1997, Tuffy's journey to us was

one paved with hardship.



For the majority of his early life, he endured the confines of captivity and poor living

conditions as a privately owned pet. It wasn't until 2014, after being confiscated by the Ohio

Department of Agriculture and a six-month legal battle, that Tuffy found sanctuary with us.

Due to the trauma and neglect of his prolonged confinement, Tuffy exhibited severe

stereotypical behaviors when he came to us such as constantly pacing in circles—a

poignant reminder of his years of stress and isolation. Over the years with adequate space,

enrichment, and the tender care of our devoted team, we've witnessed a remarkable

transformation in Tuffy.

His days are filled with gentle exploration, basking in the warmth of the sun, and reveling in

the simple pleasures of his surroundings. He no longer paces as much, has become much

more social, and has found relief through his anti-anxiety medication which is closely

monitored by his vet. There's a particular joy in watching Tuffy roll and frolic in fresh piles of

woodchips—a simple pleasure that belies his years and brings warmth to our hearts.



As Tuffy journeys into his golden years, blind in one eye due to cataracts and contending

with arthritis, his needs have evolved. We are currently working to relocate him from his

sloping habitat to a flatter area, tailored to accommodate his arthritis and ensure his

continued comfort and safety.
